2. Interview:
 Applications are reviewed and students are called for 

group interviews at Kenvale College. The skills assessed 
include listening & communication skills, leadership & 
team building and service attitude. The top 20 students are 
selected to participate in the dinner, either as part of the 
Hospitality and Events team, or in the kitchen

3. Training:
 The selected students will participate in three days of 

training at Radisson Blu Hotel Sydney in preparation for the 
dinner.  

4. Gala Dinner:
 Students prepare and host the dinner, and final 

assessments are carried out.  During the dinner the two 
selected students for the scholarship will be announced.

5. Winners announced:
 Two winners will be awarded a scholarship based on their 

overall performance throughout the program.  The winners 
will be announced at the Gala Dinner.  These two students 
will be offered entry into a Kenvale course, with a partial 
scholarship, as well as a work placement at Radisson 
Blu Hotel.
